
Young Voters Warn Californians About Impact of Gay Marriage

Young adults desperately warn voters about the unfavorable consequences of same-sex marriage
before November's election. Those in favor of Proposition 8, the marriage amendment which defines
marriage as only between a man and a woman, are using social internet utilities to inform
Californians about the negative impact of same-sex marriage.

The
website is a repository of articles, editorials, and news reports of court cases surrounding the issue.
Whatisprop8.com is already gaining considerable momentum. Last week there were fewer than 200
unique visitors; this week it has already drawn over 2000 unique visitors.
