The NorthEast Tourism group (NET) chaired by Nancy Nicholls, will be working for several months to
fully develop and promote the “Hub and Spoke Concept.” “NET is currently working on proposed
itineraries and planning familiarization tours for motor coach and group tour operators. New marketing
and promotional materials will be developed in the upcoming months” said Ms Nicholls. “This will be a
major collaborative initiative between existing and new tourism partners.”

“We operate in a large and diverse 16 county region. Assembling easy-to-travel outreaching itineraries
will be a great asset to communities throughout the region,” according to Gene Rogers, chairman of North
Carolina's Northeast Commission. “Tourism is an important component of the Northeast economy and
this initiative will help grow this economic sector.”

The Northeast Region's goal is to increase motor coach bookings, tourism revenues, occupancy taxes, job
creation, and visitation to the region,” said Nancy Bailey Muller, Regional Tourism Officer for North
Carolina's Northeast.
